— A letter of support submitted for SB 1433 (Leno) to
link the ceilings for air pollution penalties to inflation,
ultimately giving AQMD the necessary tools to
enforce existing air quality laws and permits.

— A letter of support for AB 828 (Cohn), requiring
agencies developing green building standards to
Include various state agencies (included CARB,
Public Health, and Toxic Substances) and other
partners (environmental groups) into the standard
making process, ensuring that indoor air quality is
considered in the development of new buildings.
